150.02 TITLE

This chaptshall be known and may be cited as the City of Bowling Green Zoning Code.

"ADULT BOOK STORE": An establishment which utilizes fivenpgrcent (25%) or more of its rétail sel
ing area for the purpose of retail sale or rental, or for the purpose of displayolpeiEigdoebhaogronically, electrica
ly, or mechanically controlled still or motion picture machines, projectors, or other image producing devices, or
magazines, other periodicals, films, tapes and cassettes which are distinguished by tltkilt enapbasis as defined
in this section.

"ADULT DRIVE-IN MOVIE THEATRE": An open air driretheatre which is regularly used or utilized
fifteen percent (15%) or more of its total viewing time, for presenting material distinguished @ncbianplcésized b
matter depicting, describing or related to adult material as defined in this section.

"ADULT ENTERTAINMENT BUSINESS" or "ADULT ENTERTAINMENT BUSINESS":
An adult bookstore, adult motion picture theater, adlutiadidvepicture dbve, or an adohly entertainment establis
ment as further defined in this section.

"ADULT FAMILY HOME": A residence or facility, licensed by an agency of the State gfr@hdmsthat
accommodations from three (3) to five (5) unrelated adults and also provides supervision and personal &re for at
persons.

"ADULT GROUP HOME": A residence or facility licensed by an agency of the State of Ohiopthat acco
dates from six (6) to sixteen (16) unrelated adults and also provides supervision and personal care for atdeast three




"ADULT MATERIAL": Any book, magazine, newspaper, pamphlet, poster, print, picture, slide, transpe
video tape, figuimage, description, motion picture film, phonographic record, or tape, other tangible thing, or an
capable of arousing interest through sight, sound, or touch, and

"ADULT ONLY ENTERTAINMENT ESTABLISHMENT": An establishment where the patron d
rectly or indirectly is charged a fee whestalitislenent features entertainment or services which constitute adult me
as defined in this section, or which features exhibitions, dance routines, or gyrational choreography of taersons tot
less, bottomless, or strippers, male orifigpeat®nators or similar entertainment or services which constitute adult ma

"ALLEY": A public righfway which yields secondary atzedst.

"ALTERATION": Any change in the supporting members of a building such as, but not limited to, bearir
columns, beams, girders, and roofs.

"ANIMAL HOSPITALS": Activities for housing, training, exercising, and providingervicedfoallarge
and small animals, including any outside runs, kennels, or training areas.

"AREA OF A SIGN":

"AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR GARAGE": A facility used for repairing and servicing of motor vehicles. T
sale of gasoline and supplies is incidental to the sepaiciagdunction.

"AUTOMOTIVE SALES": A structure and lot devoted to display and retail sales of artdmuitibes
vehicles, including repair or servicing of motor vehicles.

"AUTOMOTIVE WRECKING": The storage of motor vehicles or motor vehicle parts and the disassel
thereof. This activity shall not include the assembly, processing, or sneditcigsobaatber parts or products.

"AWNING": Any structure made of cloth, wood, or metal having a metal or wooden frame, being attache
building anchrried by a frame supported by the ground or sidewalk



"BAR" or "TAVERN": An establishmetdvoted primarily to the sales of alcoholic beverages. Food sen
may be provided, but is secondary to the sale of alcoholic beverages. Entertainment may also occur on the premi

"BED AND BREAKFAST": An owneoccupied singlamily dwelling in which rooms are rented to payinc
transients or travelers on an overnight tiasislywireakfast being served. The cost of the breakfast is included in the
rate. No room may be rented to any person for a period of more than fourteen (14) consecdoue (B4)sdarysniaenty
any calendar year.

ABEDROOMO: An abovground conditioned space located on the exterior wall of a dwelling coirtaining a |
enclosed clothes closet, mattress and bedroom furniture, which is a minimum of 70 square feet, measured not in
space. BEDROONS not a Hi bathroom, kitchen, living room, dining room, family room, laundry room, attic, or c
dressing room opening off a bedroBEDROONS used primarily for sleeping purposes.

"BUILDING": Any structure including a roof supported by walls, designed or built for the suppol, enclos
ter, or protectiohpersons, animals, or property.

"BUILDING FACE": The outside flat surface of a building or structure. A building face doesmot includ
ings, canopies, sills, and other projections of a similar nature.

"BUILDING, HEIGHT OF": The vertical distarficen the grade to the highest point of the roof.

"BUILDING SETBACK": A line parallel to the exterior lot lines specifying a portion of the lot located be
the exterior lot line and the building in which distance no structure may be pthskdll Feaheysetback from the pu
lic rightbfway adjoining the lot.

"CONDOMINIUM": Real estate, portions of which are designated for separate ownership and the rema
whch is designated for common ownership solely by the owners of those portions. Real estate is not a condominil
undivided interests in the common elements are vested in the unit owners.

"CONDOMINIUM PROPERTY": The land, together withwltings, improvements, and structuees ther
on, all easements, rights, and appurtenances belonging thereon, and all articles of personal property which have
ted to the provisions of R.C. Ch. 5311.

"CONSERVATION EASEMENT": A voluntary resioatplaced by the property owner on a piepe of pro
erty to protect the resources, both natural amadeasssociated with the parcel.

"CORNER LOT": Aot at the junction of and abutting two (2) or more intersecting streets.

"DAY CARE CENTER" or "CHILD DAY-CARE CENTER": Any place in which childodag is
provided for five (5) or more infansshoia children and/or school age childrerage deady attendance, other than the
children of the owner or administrator of the center, with or without compensation.

A DAY & R commercial establishment that offers to the public barbering or cosmetologysservices :

"DECORATIVE FENCING": A fence constructed of wood or masonry of specified height desggned for f
ing appearance and which is not necessarily totally opaque. Wire mesh or chain link fences do iaot meet these cri

"DETACHED GARAGE, PRIVATE": An accessory building. Located on the same lot as the dwelling
portion of the dwelling, that is designed for the storagdrioemetdricles owned and/or used by the occupants of tt
dwelling unit, and other ndrmwehold accessories of the dwelling unit, with no facilities for mechanical service or re
commercial or public nature.

"DRIVER TRAINING SCHOOL": A business enterprise conductedibgliédual, association, partne
ship, or corporation for the education and training of persons to operate or drive motor vehicles, that uses puk
highways to provide training, and that charges a consideration or tuition for suclDsgeerideainifbeSchooi-is |
censed by the State of Ohio and inspected by the Ohio Highway Patrol.

"DWELLING": Any building or any portion thereof intended or designed to be built, used, rented, lease
hired out to be occupied, or which iseddmusleeping, living, cooking, or dining purposes, having its ownrpermaner
stalled cooking and sanitary facilities and shall include one (1) or more dwelling units.

"DWELLING UNIT": A dwelling unit is a suite of one (1) or more rooms eilimg faaing a singde h

"EASEMENTS": Authorization by a property owner for the use by another, and for gpepecifitdmyu
designated part of his property.

"NUDE" or "NUDITY": The showing, representation, or depiction of human male or female genitals,
area, or buttocks with less than full opaque coveringtuhatherof, or female breast(s) with less than a full, opaqt
covering of any portion thereof below the top of the nipple, or of covered male genitals in a discernibly turgid state.

"NURSING HOME": A nursing home is any home or structure usesdiatethee and care of three (3) or
more persons who, by reason of illness, physical, or mental impairment, require skilled nursing care.i-A nursin
censed to provide such personal assistance as required and skilled nursing care.
