Pets are welcome in
designated areas, but must be cleaned
up after and kept on a leash.

Carter Park

This park is home to one of the best baseball and soft-
ball complexes in Northwest Ohio and also includes a
disc golf course, reservable shelters, playgrounds, and
sand volleyball courts.

Blach Swamp Preserve

Co-owned and operated in partnership with the Wood
County Park District, Black Swamp Preserve offers over
65-acres. Trails connect to the northern terminus of the
13-mile paved Slippery Elm Trail, wetland habitats and
upland Tallgrass prairies. Parking and restrooms are
located at the S. Maple Street entrance off Gypsy Lane
Road.
